As you know, the school was inspected this week by Ofsted.  The final report should be published within twenty days of the end of the inspection and will be available on our school web-site as well as a paper copy going home with every child. 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Head Lice
A case of head lice was reported in school yesterday and we would be  grateful if you would check your child’s hair this evening.  To try to stop this spreading please follow the instructions below:

1.
Wash the hair well and towel dry.  It should be damp, but not  dripping wet.

2.
Comb the hair with an ordinary comb to remove the tangles.

3.
Using a plastic detection comb (nit comb), start with the teeth of the comb touching the skin of the scalp at the top of the head.  Comb slowly towards the end of the hair, keeping the teeth of the comb in contact with the scalp for as long as possible.  Look carefully at the teeth of the comb in good light.  Wiping the comb on a tissue will help to see if any lice have been removed.

4.
Repeat this process for 10-15 minutes, covering the scalp and hair in all directions.

5.
Keep checking the comb.  If there are head lice, you will find one or more lice on the teeth of the comb or on the tissue.
You can also try to use a conventional pesticide medication bearing in mind that we are told that UK head lice are probably immune to these.
