Welcome to year 4.  The teachers this year are Mrs Southwell and Mrs Barber (as a job-share) and Miss Radford.  Our teaching assistants this year are Miss Barber, Mrs Corney and Mrs Saunders.

Year 4 Autumn Term 2007 Curricular information
Below is an outline of the curriculum that year 4 will be following up until Christmas.
Our theme for the term is “The Children’s War” which is looking at the effect of WW11 on the children at the time.  This theme will incorporate as many areas of the curriculum as follows.

Literacy:

We will be learning about story structures including historical stories set in WW11, newspapers and magazines reporting wartime events, play scripts and poetry.
Numeracy:
The children will be consolidating their skills and understanding of number, shape, space and measure, data handling and in particular applying their learning to problem solving.  Where possible this will be linked in with our theme: for example, working out quantities of rations.
ICT:
We will be developing word processing skills leading to an integrated task producing a newspaper article.  This will be followed by developing images using repeated patterns.
Science:
The children will be learning about forces highlighting the link between flight and WW11.  They will also learn about circuits leading to a DT project to design an alarm or signal box.

Foundation subjects:
The children will learn about the effects of WW11 on children in a variety of different ways.  In History, they will learn about the blitz, evacuation, rationing and everyday life.  In RE the children will study Judaism.  Art work will be linked to the history theme and will be delivered by Alison Calver as part f Artists in School.  In music the children will learn a variety of songs linked to WW11 and will produce a soundscape to depict the blitz.

Physical Education:
For the first three weeks (Thursdays September 13th, 20th and 27th) we will be swimming.  For the remainder of the term the children will need indoor PE kits for gym or dance on a Tuesday.  Every Wednesday the children will receive hockey coaching by a member of the England hockey team so will need outdoor PE kit on this day.
If your child is unable to take part in PE for some reason, a note must be sent.

Homework
In year 4 the children should be spending about 20minutes per night on homework.  Homework will be set on a Monday and should be handed in on the Friday of the same week.  If your child is struggling, just spend 20 minutes and then write a short note to alert your class teacher.  Homework will take the following form:

Daily homework:

Please try to hear your child read as often as possible and sign their reading record to say what they have read and make any necessary comments.  A booklet with suggested activities for mental maths will be sent home.  Please spend a few minutes each evening to help your child develop these skills.
Weekly homework:
A short numeracy or literacy task which will reflect the work already covered in school which should give your child the chance to consolidate the work.

Termly work:

Other homework will take the form of a topic based project relevant to the main focus of the term which children complete over an extended period.
Water bottles:
Please ensure that your child brings a ready filled water bottle to school each day as there is nowhere to fill bottles in school.  This ensures that your child has access to water in the classroom.  The children are able to use the water fountains at break time and lunch time.

Help in the classroom:
Could you spare a few minutes between 9.00am and 9.20am to help hear children read?  If so, please speak to your child’s class teacher to suggest suitable days.  Help will also be required for swimming.  Again, please see your child’s class teacher.

Reading books:
Please ensure that your child has his/her reading and record book in school each day.  
Finally, we hope your child has a successful and happy time in year 4. If you have any concerns, please do not hesitate to contact your child’s class teacher.

Weekly homework:
