Better Reading Partnership

At Ramsey Junior School, we would like to run The Better Reading Partnership, a scheme designed for children who have a reading deficit of 6-18 months and are at risk of failing to reach the national average in SATs. Each child receives three intensive 15 minute one-to-one sessions per week for 10 weeks.
This scheme has already been successful in many schools throughout the country, showing an average increase of 14.6 months in reading ages: all this in just a 10 week period!  To run this scheme successfully, we would need the support and commitment of parent volunteers.
